With collection bins 
in every building, 
SU recycles around 
250 tons of paper, 
glass, and metals 
each year. That’s 
about 30% of our 
waste, a rate very 
close to the national 
average.  

The Purchasing Department’s 
Excess Property Disposal 
program encourages reuse of 
furniture and equipment among 
campus departments. It also 
provides a way to recycle most 
computer components.

• Read the posters at each 

recycling station. 

• Recycle everything you can.

• Shop with cloth bags – or 

skip the bag entirely for 

small purchases.
